years as at 31st December 2010.

There shall be no change of Helmsperson of a yacht during the regatta. A replacement helmsperson 
shall constitute a new entry, which will be scored as DNS for all previous races in the regatta.

The helmsperson for each yacht shall be a member of a yacht or sailing club affiliated with

Yachting South Australia.
